CONDITIONS OF IMPORT CERTIFICATE

1. The person to whom this Import Certificate has been issued in relation to the importation of goods shall not, except with the 
written approval of the Singapore Customs –

(a) import those goods or cause or permit them to be imported into any other country other than Singapore;

(b) dispose of those goods before they have been imported into Singapore; or

(c) export those goods or cause or permit them to be exported from Singapore after they have been imported into Singapore.

2. The applicant must indicate the Import Certificate (ICDV) Number in the “CA/SC Product Code” field of every Import or Export Permit declaration for the goods listed in the Import Certificate.

3. The following documents or records shall be kept:

· The original Import Certificate;

· End-user declaration; 

· Importer declaration;

· Letter on the Transfer of Ownership (if applicable);

· End-user Certificate or Statement (EUC/EUS);

· Export Licence (if applicable);

· Documents issued by your exporter or the relevant authority of the exporting country;

· Bill of lading or airway bill;

· Invoices issued in respect of the sale of the goods in respect of which the import certificate relates; and

· Any other documents of which the import certificates relates.

4. The Director-General may at time require the documents and records to be audited and verified by an authorised officer. The 

applicant of the import certificate shall allow the records or documents to be inspected and copied by any authorised officer.
5. Where any document or record is not legible, the Import Certificate applicant who is required to maintain the documents or 

records shall at the request of the authorised officer reproduce the documents or records in a legible manner.

6. The applicant of the Import Certificate is required to notify Singapore Customs of any change in the particulars and information 

declared in the application within 14 days of that change.

7. Where the export of the goods from the exporting country is authorised subject to the receipt by the government or other 


competent authority of the exporting country of a Delivery Verification Certificate, the applicant will, within 14 days of the 


arrival of the goods or any quantity thereof in Singapore, submit the duplicate Import Certificate and application, together with 

the import permit and particulars of date and name of the vessel or flight number of the aircraft by which the goods arrived, to 

the Singapore Customs for verification of delivery in Singapore.

8. The applicant of the import certificate must apply for the extension of the validity period at least 14 days before the expiry date 

of Import Certificate.

9. A person in Singapore who has in his possession an Import Certificate which has ceased to be valid or been revoked shall 

forthwith surrender the Certificate and every copy thereof in his possession to the Singapore Customs.

10. The person to whom this Import Certificate is issued shall comply with the provisions of The Regulation of Imports and Exports 

Regulations.  Any person who contravenes any provision of that Regulation will be guilty of an offence and will be liable on 

conviction to a fine not exceeding $100,000 or 3 times the value of the goods in respect of which such offence was committed 

(whichever may be the greater) or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 2 years or to both, and in the case of a second or 

subsequent conviction, to a fine not exceeding $200,000 or 4 times the value of the goods in respect of which such offence was 

committed (whichever may be the greater) or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 3 years or to both.
