NOTES





A separate application is required for each good on which a Customs Ruling is sought. 





Information is required to be provided as well as supporting documentation to establish that the goods for which a Customs Ruling is sought meet the particular rules of origin criteria as set out in the respective Free Trade Agreements (FTA). This requires the establishment of the correct origin category under which the goods fall, as well as the necessary details to clearly prove that the goods meet the particular rule of origin.





An application for Customs Ruling must be complete in all material detail. Where applicable, an application should be supported by sufficient information (e.g., trade or commercial literature or material composition). Supporting documentation may be provided directly by the manufacturer or supplier or by other parties as required in order to establish that the goods meet the rule of origin.





Applications that are incomplete or not supported by sufficient information in respect of the goods for which a Customs Ruling is sought will not be processed until that information is provided.





Singapore Customs may, at any time, request additional information from the applicant if it is considered that such information is relevant to the proper consideration of the application.





The granting of a Customs Ruling by Singapore Customs does not constitute a decision on whether or not the goods may be a prohibited import. It is the responsibility of the importer to ensure that no import prohibition exists and the import comply with the relevant requirements or conditions imposed by other authorities.





Unless otherwise stated under the respective Free Trade Agreements, all Customs Ruling ceases to have effect after the expiry of 3  years from the date of notice of the Ruling or any amendment to that Ruling given or for non-compliance of any conditions on which the Ruling was made.





At any time after a Customs Ruling is made, the applicant may be required to satisfy Singapore Customs that the facts or information on which the Customs Ruling was made remain correct and where applicable, that any conditions on which the Customs Ruling was made have been complied with.





Issuance of Customs Ruling does not negate the requirement for an importer to have a Certificate of Origin in the importer's possession at the time the goods are imported in order to claim a preferential tariff treatment.
