Registration of Importers, Exporters,
Common Carriers and Other Persons
under Regulation 37 of the
Regulation of Imports and Exports Regulations (“RIER”)

CONDITIONS FOR REGISTRATION
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Conditions for Registration
The registration of an entity with the Director-General of Customs (the Director-General) under regulation 37 of the Regulation of Imports and Exports Regulations (“RIER”) is subject to the following conditions imposed by the Director-General under regulation 37(6) of the RIER:

a)
The entity must make its application for registration through a person who is a key personnel of the entity, and whose particulars have been filed with the Accounting and Corporate Regulatory Authority (ACRA) (for businesses, limited liability partnerships and companies) or with the Issuance Agency of the Unique Entity Number (“UEN”) of the entity (for other entities). 
b)
The entity must, in its application for registration, appoint personnel who are authorised to update the particulars of the entity registered with the Director-General or to terminate the registration (“authorised personnel”).

c)
The entity must inform the Director-General of any change to any of its particulars registered with Director-General, and of any change of its authorised personnel, through Singapore Customs’ website at https://www.tradexchange.gov.sg
d)
The entity shall identify itself by using its UEN in every application made by it for a permit, licence, certificate or other document under the Regulation of Imports and Exports Act (Chapter 272A) and the Regulations made thereunder.  The entity shall not use another entity’s UEN.

e)
The entity shall not permit a third party to use the entity’s UEN to apply for a permit for goods not belonging to the entity.

f)
The Director-General may at any time vary or add to these conditions. When the Director-General has notified the entity of any such varied or additional condition, that varied or additional condition shall form part of these conditions, and the entity shall be bound by that varied or additional condition.

Breach of Conditions
Under regulation 37(9) of the RIER, the Director-General may suspend or remove from the Register under regulation 37(1) of the RIER the name of any entity which has contravened any provision of the Regulation of Imports and Exports Act (Chapter 272A) or any Regulations made thereunder, or which has breached any condition imposed by the Director-General under regulation 37 of the RIER.  It is also an offence (under regulation 37(8) of the RIER) to breach a condition imposed by the Director-General under regulation 37 of the RIER.
Note
A UEN may be used to submit applications for permits and other documents (as provided for under the Regulation of Imports and Exports Act (Chapter 272A) and any Regulations made thereunder) through the TradeNet® System from the next working day after the UEN is issued.
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
