Introduction


The Kimberley Process Certification Scheme (KPCS) was proposed by a group of Southern African countries to stop the flow of “conflict” diamonds to the markets and to protect the legitimate diamond industry. As a participant of the KPCS, Singapore has to abide by the requirements set out by the Kimberley Process committee for the control of trade in rough diamonds under HS codes, 7102 1000, 7102 2100 and 7102 3100. Under this scheme, any shipments of rough diamonds imported or exported under the aforementioned 3 HS codes have to be accompanied by a valid KP certificate. For export shipments of rough diamonds, it must be accompanied by an original KP certificate issued by Singapore Customs.
